here are advantages to living

in a community of less than
2,000 people. The grocery store,
your children’s school and your
job are all within walking distance.
People know and look out for one
another.

But when you lose your job, or
when both of you lose your jobs,
finding work is far more difficult.
That’s just what happened to David
and Treashka. “We were living in
an apartment in Troup and both of
us got laid off from work.” With
no one in town hiring and without
reliable transportation, the family
very quickly ran though their
savings and lost their apartment.

“We didn’t have any
family in the area. There’s
just the four of us.”

Thankfully, an old friend
knew about Hiway

80 Rescue Mission’s Hope Haven
Home for Women and Children
and brought Treashka and her two
children here and David to the
Men’s Center.

Because they had no car, they
were only able to take with them
what they could carry: a little bit of
clothing for David and a small bag,
book bags of clothing for the kids
and a few air mattresses.

“Keeping our
fingers crossed...and
our faith in the Lord.”

Living in a shelter has been
difficult for the family, especially
with David living at the Men’s

Center and Treashka with the
children at Hope Haven. But
despite their temporary
separation, their
main focus is trying
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to find work and a place for the
family to live.

“Our first focus is trying to find
work, then housing for the children
... a place where they can have
their own rooms and be together
with mommy and daddy.” The staff
at the Mission and at Hope Haven
are doing all they can to help
this family get back on their feet,
guiding the family with an “open
heart.”

“We’re not looking for any
handouts,” says Treashka. “We are
just looking for someone to raise
a hand up to help us out. We are
willing to take whatever we can
get. If the Lord is blessing us with
it, we will take that blessing and
we will return that blessing back.”

to Follow Me"”

errick is 21. A little young, you

might think, to be at a Mission.
But our New Creation Program is
exactly where he needs to be. At least
that’s what the judge who sent him
here rather than jail as a condition of
his probation thought!

Our Bible-based recovery program
is a long-term solution for men like
Derrick who are also recovering from
life-controlling problems. Derrick’s
“problem” was marijuana and
methamphetamines, which he thinks
“might be related” to the trouble he got
into.

To ensure that God’s word is
imprinted on his heart, Derrick attends
daily Bible study classes at the Mission
and then worships on Sunday with
other believers. In addition, one-on-
one counseling helps him set goals and
change the destructive lifestyle that has
brought him to this point in his life.

“I’m learning to take
life one day at a time.”

These classes are supplemented
with educational programs like GED
preparation that help some “catch
up” on missed schooling, computer
training that provides basic skills for
today’s job market, money and time
management that prepare residents to
reenter the work force and move their
lives in a positive direction.

Even though he’s one of the
youngest men in the New Creation
Program, Derrick can readily see the
benefits that he’s receiving, including
the chance to be around “decent
people” and “clear his head.” Not
being around people who are using
drugs has also given him a chance to
see what he wants out of life.

Raised by his grandparents in
a Christian home, Derrick says if it
weren’t for them, he doesn’t know

where he’d be. Now that’s he’s taking
part in a Bible-based program, he’s had
the opportunity to get his mind “right
back with God.”

“You’ve got to have
God to have a
right foundation.”

There are several rewards waiting
for Derrick when he finishes his year
in the New Creation Program; not
the least of which is his own sense of
accomplishment. And, there’s also the
fact that when he graduates, his record
will be “wiped clean.”

But he has a few more steps to take
before he’s ready to reenter the world,
including learning “how to forgive
yourself and not go on holding myself
back and beating myself up about how
I acted.”

There’s a job waiting for him and
a family that will be happy to see him.
Today, Derrick is committed to staying
out of trouble and getting back on his
feet. His new system for staying out
of trouble is clear: “You hang around
with decent people, you will be a
decent person.”
